The event will be held at the Embassy Suites Hotel in Newark.  The event will run from 10 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  The event will include 3 hours of exhibitor time (10:00 - 1:00) and 3.5 hours of residential touring (1:00 - 4:30 p.m.).   
There have been commitments to participate from the Home Builders Association of Delaware, NCCBOR and the Delaware Apartment Association.  Each of these entities will be sponsoring bus tours of houses/communities and apartments. NCCBOR is recruiting tour guides that will arrange for a minimum of two bus tours with a minimum of three stops per tour.  Please contact Bob Weir at bweir@nccbor.com if you are interested in volunteering as a tour guide 
Here are the details for the Visit Delaware Day – May 1, 2010 event.  
 
1) New Castle County will host the event registration web site.   They are also requesting web support from Fort Monmouth, the Industrial Representatives Association, and AUSA groups, and we will be working with APG to disseminate this event to other military units that will be relocating to APG.

3) There will be 30 vendor booths - Here is the breakdown of trade associations and booth availability: NCCBOR - 9 Booths, HBADE - 10 Booths, DHLA - 1 Booth, DAA - 1 Booth, CIRC - 2 Booths, State of Delaware - 1 Booth, Newark - 1 Booth, Wilmington - 1 Booth, New Castle County - 1 Booth, GWVCB - 1 Booth, School Districts - 2 Booths.   The deadline for booth commitments is April 14.  Details on booth set-up will be provided once Exhibitors are identified.  
 
4) With funds provided from sponsorships and selling of booths, New Castle County will lease 4 - 55 person motor coaches to transport registrants from Monmouth to the Embassy Suites Hotel and back.  If our registration exceeds 220, additional motor-coaches will be needed. 
 
5) Fort Monmouth employees and contractors can choose to be bused to the Embassy Suites, or will drive separately for the purpose of learning about housing opportunities, quality of life, and business/research opportunities.    Embassy Suites is providing special conference room rates for this event.

Per Karl Kalbacher-Director of Redevelopment for NCC: The numbers are moving in our direction and we need an economic stimulus. In December 2009, the CSSC issued a Workforce Analysis report that estimates residential population gains from the APG build up for NCC to range from a low of 4,684 to a high of 9,391 and, it is estimated that 10.2% of the new jobs will be created in NCC. The report estimates that between 28,000 to 55,000 new jobs will be created as a result of military and civilian units transferring to APG. Therefore, we should expect between 2,880 and 5,500 jobs created here from the APG build up. This is very good news which will begin to bear fruit later this year when the first of the two C4ISR buildings is completed and the workforce begins to move in.
