Please join DAR leadership and members from across the state at Legislative Hall for the last two days of session.  DAR will be working hard to move important legislation to help the REALTOR® community and the countless homeowners and future homeowners we represent as well as to defeat any last minute proposals that hurt our industry.  We encourage REALTORS® to be present to help address key legislative issues during the final days of session. 
CALL TO ACTION ON TRANSFER TAX EXEMPTION ELIMINATION
An amendment has been filed which limits the transfer tax exemption to the first $300,000 of the purchase price.  NCCBOR and DAR strongly oppose any change to the waiver of the first-time homebuyer transfer tax exemption.  Any change in the amount will decrease homeownership and will have a negative impact on Delaware's economy and our citizens.  SB 226 is expected to be considered in the Senate on Tuesday June 29th.  We urge you to call your Senators and oppose Senate Amendment 1.  Calls should also be made to your Representative in the House opposing SB 226 and any amendments.  If the legislation passes the Senate, the sponsors will be seeking passage in the House Tuesday or Wednesday before session ends.
